As a result of your probation status, your priority registration has also been negatively affected. Your success this quarter may help you regain your priority registration status.
In order to have your HOLD removed you must:

1. Print the Academic Progress Report www.deanza.edu/counseling/pdf/aca-prog-rpt.pdf form and have each of your instructors record the grade you are currently earning. If you are taking online courses please have your instructor email you a written evaluation including your current grade and then print the email.
2. Make an appointment to meet with a counselor to complete the Student Plan of Action Form for spring quarter. You must bring your completed Academic Progress Report www.deanza.edu/counseling/pdf/aca-prog-rpt.pdf .  Counseling appointments fill quickly so make your appointment as soon as possible.
The Counseling Center is committed to your success.
If you are a BOG recipient student, and if your cumulative GPA falls below 2.0 for two consecutive primary terms (fall/winter/spring quarters), you may lose your fee waiver eligibility. Go to the Financial Aid website http://www.deanza.edu/financialaid/scholarship.html for more information.
