ARTICLE VII: SPECIFIC ACCOUNTS

Section 6. - Athletic Travel Meals

For away games, De Anza Athletic Teams are subject to a maximum allocation of $10
for breakfast, $12 for Lunch, and $15 for dinner per student athlete. Each student
athlete is allowed a maximum of one breakfast, one lunch, and one dinner in a
twenty-four hour period. Classifying the type of meal will be up to the discretion of
the DASB Chair of Finance. The budgeter shall have the right to appeal the decision
to the DASB Finance Committee.

All meal expenditures require original detailed receipts/invoices that show amounts

actually spent for meals, and for each athlete(s). Expenses submitted without
receipts/invoices will not be reimbursed. All unused cash advance amounts shall be
returned to Student Accounts.
