Checklist

Is the introduction at this point the thesis?

Does the thesis state that a specific government or institution should make a change? Is the word should the main verb of the sentence?
Are all parts of the essay clearly related to the thesis?

Are there in-text citations for all direct quotations and all information that is not common knowledge?

Is there a correctly-formatted works cited page?

Are there paragraph breaks between topics?

Are there topic sentences that define the main point of each paragraph?

Do any paragraphs go off topic? Which ones?

Are there transitions that define relationships between paragraphs?  Note:  One word (such as “also,” “besides,” or “however”) will not establish a sufficient connection between paragraphs.  Transitions should gesture towards the preceding paragraph while simultaneously introducing the topic of the new paragraph.
